Facebook is a social networking website launched in February 2004 and operated and privately owned by Facebook, Inc.
Facebook has millions of users; you can create your own home page and network within that larger group. 
Users can add people as friends and send them messages, and update their personal profiles to notify friends about themselves. Additionally, users can join networks organized by workplace, school, or college. 

You can also share photos, videos, and website links with your friends and see the photos, videos, and links that they've posted.  No one but your selected group of friends will see your updates.

· More than 400 million active users

· 50% of active users log on to Facebook in any given day

· Average user has 130 friends
